Water Quality Testing for the Field & Classroom  Grade Levels: 7 - 12

This short-course will provide teachers with the training and equipment* needed to create a Louisiana Citizens’ Water Quality Network (LCWQN) 

team at their school. Testing will consist of accurate and simple test procedures for dissolved oxygen, total coliform, temperature, pH, and turbidity. 

Training will include basic water quality, detailed instruction on use of sampling equipment, and interpretation of results. Participating LCWQN 

groups will transfer data to LDEQ’s LCWQN web page for public dissemination and recognition of the organization collecting the data.  

*Sufficient supplies will be provided to conduct testing for one year on a quarterly basis, if funding can be secured.
